AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF SAN ANGELO, TEXAS, AMENDING CHAPTER 9 “PARKS, LAKES AND OTHER PUBLIC PLACES”, ARTICLE 9.02 “PARKS” OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF SAN ANGELO, TEXAS BY ADDING SECTION 9.02.010 “DESIGNATED DOG PARKS”; PROVIDING FOR A PENALTY; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY, AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE 

WHEREAS, the San Angelo City Council approved the designation of a community dog park; and 
WHEREAS, such facilities come with inherent operational and safety concerns; and 
WHEREAS, the San Angelo City Council finds it necessary to enact rules to govern behavior at the dog park to enhance the safety and use of the facility.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SAN ANGELO, TEXAS:
SECTION 1.  THAT Chapter 9 “Parks, Lakes, and Other Public Places”, Article 9.02 “Parks” is hereby amended as set out in Exhibit “A”.

SECTION 2.  THAT any person, firm or corporation violating any provisions of this article shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and upon conviction shall be subject to a fine as provided for in Section 1.01.009 of this Code. Each day of such violation shall constitute a separate offense.
SECTION 3.  THAT the terms and provisions of this Ordinance shall be deemed to be severable in that, if any portion of this Ordinance shall be declared to be invalid, the same shall not affect the validity of the other provisions of this Ordinance.
SECTION 4.	THAT this Ordinance shall take effect and be in full force and effect from and after the date of its passage and publication as required by law.

Exhibit “A”
Amend Chapter 9 “Parks, Lakes, and Other Public Places”, Article 9.02 “Parks” by adding the following:

“Sec. 9.02.010  Designated Dog Parks
The following rules shall apply to all City of San Angelo Dog Parks designated by City Council.
1. Generally.
1. Visitors shall:
0. Obey dog park hour which are from sunrise to sunset daily unless otherwise closed for maintenance or after inclement weather events.
0. Obey all other rules that govern City of San Angelo parks.
0. Stay within the park and within the view of the dog at all times.
1. No person shall bring into an off lease area:
1. A dangerous dog as defined by Section 822.041 of the Texas Health and Safety Code, as amended.
1. A female dog in heat.
1. More than two dogs at a time.
1. A dog that is not currently registered, vaccinated, and spayed or neutered in compliance with Chapter 3 of this Code.
1. Any person who brings a dog into a designated dog park facility shall:
2. Keep their dog(s) in the appropriate area as designated by signs.
2. Dispose of all fecal matter in the appropriate container.
2. Carry a visible leash at all times.
2. Keep the dog(s) under voice control at all times.
2. Remove any dog showing any sign of aggression towards any person or animal immediately.
2. Remove any dog excessively barking.
1.  Prohibitions
The following is prohibited in all fenced areas of the dog park. 
1. Sick animals
1. Professional training 
1. Spike or pinch collars 
1. food for humans or dogs, including treats
1. Children under the age of 10 
1. Children between the ages of 10 and 16 years unaccompanied by a responsible adult.
1. Children chasing or otherwise taunting or harassing dogs within the park.

1. Visitor Acknowledgment.
       The use of a designated dog park by any dog constitutes:
0. Implied consent of the owner, harborer, or person having care, custody or control of the dog to comply with all conditions and regulations stated in this section or posted at the dog park site.
0. Acknowledgment that visitors are solely responsible for damage and injury caused by their dog.
0. A waiver of liability to the City by the owner, harborer, or person having care, custody, or control of the dog and an agreement to protect, indemnify, defend and hold harmless, for any injury or damage caused by the dog during any time that the dog is in the designated dog park.

1. Penalty.

A person who violates a provision of this Division shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and fined in a sum not to exceed $500.00.  Repeated violations may result in dogs and/or owners being prohibited from future use of the facility by the Director of Parks and Recreation.”
