(b)     If a facility or an operation qualifies for a facility or an operation inspection fee under more than one category listed in subsection (c), the highest fee shall be assessed. Inspection fees shall not be cumulative for a single inspection.

(3)     Hood system installation - witness the acceptance test of the system: $86.00
(4)     After-hours inspections: $50.00 per hour with a minimum charge of $100.00.


2) THAT, the following severability clause is hereby adopted with this amendment:

SEVERABILITY: 

That the terms and provisions of this Ordinance shall be deemed to be severable in that if any portion of this Ordinance shall be declared to be invalid, the same shall not affect the validity of the other provisions of this Ordinance.

3) THAT, this Ordinance shall be effective on, from and after the 19thth day of April 2016.
