AN ORDINANCE AMENDING APPENDIX A “FEE SCHEDULE” OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES, CITY OF SAN ANGELO TEXAS, BY AMENDING ARTICLE A6.000 “PARK USE FEES”, PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY, AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE
  
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF SAN ANGELO:

1) THAT, Appendix A “Fee Schedule” of the Code of Ordinances is hereby amended by AMENDING Article A6.000 “Park Use Fees” as set out below:

Section A6.001 shall read as follows:
[bookmark: 422]“Sec. A6.001     Lake Nasworthy and South Concho River Lease Fees
The fees to be paid relating to Lake Nasworthy and South Concho River city leases shall be as follows:
(1)     Transfer fees.
(A)     Transfer fee for transfer of residential leases shall be two hundred fifty dollars ($250.00).
(B)     Transfer fee for transfers of commercial leases shall be one thousand dollars ($1,000.00).
(C)     Transfer fee for organizational leases shall be one hundred thirteen dollars ($113.00) and subject to approval of the city council.
(D)     Transfer fee for recreational, grazing or agricultural leases shall be one hundred thirteen dollars ($113.00).
(2)     Granting fees.
(A)     Granting fee for a residential lease shall be five hundred seventy seven dollars ($577.00).
(B)     Granting fee for a commercial lease shall be eight hundred seventy seven dollars ($877.00).
(C)     Granting fee for organizational, recreational, grazing or agricultural lease shall be two hundred seventy six dollars ($276.00).
(3)     Recreational, grazing or agricultural. The following is the established annual rental fee for recreational, grazing or agricultural leases at Lake Nasworthy and along the South Concho River:
(A)     Fourteen dollars ($14.00) per acre for the land.
(B)     Two hundred fifty dollars ($250.00) recreational charge regardless of acres.
(C)     Fifty cents ($0.50) per linear foot on the water.
(D)     Seventy-five dollars ($75.00) per family unit involved in an adjacent subdivision.
(4)     Annual rent.
(A)     Rent escalation at ten-year intervals. Any Lake Nasworthy lease requiring annual lease fee adjustments at five (5) year intervals, for which an adjustment is due on or after September 5, 1992, shall be adjusted on its regular adjustment date by increasing the annual lease fee (hereinafter referred to as “annual rent”) by two percent (2%) per year for the previous five (5) years, for a total of ten percent (10%). Such adjusted annual rent shall thereafter be adjusted at ten (10) year intervals by increasing the annual rent by two percent (2%) per year for the previous ten (10) years, for a total of twenty percent (20%).
(B)     Rent escalation when new lease is required before termination. In the event any lessee requests a new Lake Nasworthy lease before the expiration of the term of the current lease and the annual rent under the current lease is not based upon the appraised market value of the land, an adjustment shall be made effective the commencement date of the new lease by increasing the annual rent by two percent (2%) per year or per any portion of a year for time elapsed since the last adjustment, Such adjusted annual rent shall thereafter be adjusted at ten (10) year intervals by increasing the annual rent by two percent (2%) per year for the previous ten (10) years, for a total of twenty percent (20%), provided however, that this adjusted annual rent shall be applicable only for a time period that would equal the number of years remaining on the term of the current lease or until December 31, 2016, whichever is later. After this time period elapses, the annual rent shall equal the appraised market value of land multiplied by a factor of 0.015.
(C)     Rent escalation based on appraised market value effective January 1, 2017. Effective January 1, 2017, annual rent shall be calculated based upon the appraised market value of the land multiplied by a factor of 0.015. Thereafter, all city-owned lots at Lake Nasworthy shall be appraised at intervals of not less than ten (10) years to determine the market value of the land. Upon completion of each appraisal of the land, the annual rent will be adjusted utilizing the newly determined market value and the multiplication factor of 0.015. However, at no time shall annual rent based on appraised market value be less than seven hundred dollars ($700.00) per year.
(D)     Late fees. If any Lake Nasworthy lease fee is not paid in full on or before the due date specified in the lease, in addition to any other penalty or remedy available under the lease, a late fee of forty dollars ($40.00) per month for each month or part of month that the fee and any accrued late charges remain unpaid shall be incurred by and collected from the person or entity owing the sum.	

2) THAT, the following severability clause is hereby adopted with this amendment:

SEVERABILITY: 

That the terms and provisions of this Ordinance shall be deemed to be severable in that if any portion of this Ordinance shall be declared to be invalid, the same shall not affect the validity of the other provisions of this Ordinance.
