(a)     Annual license fee. The dog, cat and ferret annual license fee shall be seven dollars ($7.00) per animal per year.

Upon payment of the license fee and proof of current rabies vaccination administered by a licensed veterinarian, the veterinarian or the city finance officer shall issue the owner of the dog, cat or ferret a metal tag for each animal. If the metal tag is subsequently lost, a duplicate tag may be obtained for a fee of one dollar ($1.00) at the city animal shelter. If proof of registration cannot be determined, a replacement registration tag may be obtained for a fee of seven dollars ($7.00) at the city animal shelter. (c)     Sterilized, microchipped animal. The adoption fee for a previously sterilized and microchipped animal is:

(1)     Dog, cat or ferret: $28.00.
(e)	The Animal Shelter Manager at his/her discretion may sell any animal that has been resident at the shelter for more than fifteen (15) days at a reduced price.

Any animal or fowl running at large may be taken up by the animal services director or the director’s designee or by any police officer or other person designated by the city manager and held for a period of seventy-two (72) hours, during which time the owner, upon satisfactory proof of ownership, may redeem his animal or fowl upon payment of the following impounding fees: Thirty-six dollars ($36.00) for a small animal or fowl impounded and a boarding fee of ten dollars ($10.00) per day per animal beginning at 1 minute after twelve o’clock (12:01) a.m. the day following impoundment, plus a fee for necessary health care during impoundment. Board for a full day shall be charged for any part of a day. Impounding fees for livestock shall be thirty-six dollars ($36.00). If any animal or fowl has not been so redeemed, the animal services director may sell or destroy said animal or fowl.

(a)     An owner who claims from the city animal shelter an animal that has not been spayed or neutered must pay an unaltered animal fee in the amount of two hundred dollars ($200.00) if the animal has not been impounded within the prior twelve (12) months and five hundred dollars ($500.00) otherwise.
[bookmark: 144](b)     The owner of an animal shall have the right to appeal the imposition of the requirements of section 3.05.004 of the Code of Ordinances and subsection (a) of this section to the director of health or his designee. Written notice of the appeal must be received in the director’s office no later than the expiration of the tenth day following notification of the imposition of the fee. Upon receipt of notice of appeal the director shall hold a hearing no later than ten (10) business days from receipt of notice. The appellant shall have the right to present evidence at the hearing, and though informal in nature the director must decide the matter finally upon a preponderance of the evidence. The decision of the director shall conclude all administrative remedies available to the applicant.
(c)     Grounds appropriate for overturning the imposition of the requirements of section 3.05.004 of the Code of Ordinances and subsection (a) of this section include proof by a preponderance of the evidence that the animal was not stray at the time the animal was seized or that the animal has been claimed from the shelter fewer times than city records indicate.

2) THAT, the following severability clause is hereby adopted with this amendment:
SEVERABILITY: 
That the terms and provisions of this Ordinance shall be deemed to be severable in that if any portion of this Ordinance shall be declared to be invalid, the same shall not affect the validity of the other provisions of this Ordinance.
3) THAT, this Ordinance shall be effective on, from and after the 3rdth day of May 2016.
