BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF SAN ANGELO:
[bookmark: 2029]1) THAT, Appendix A “Fee Schedule” of the Code of Ordinances is hereby amended by AMENDING Article A8.000 “Utility Related Fees” Section A8.002 “Monthly water rates; sanitary sewer discharge charges; industrial waste charges; sewer tap charges” subsection (d) as set out below:
Section A8.002(d) shall read as follows:

“Sec. A8.002     Monthly water rates; sanitary sewer discharge charges; industrial waste charges; sewer tap charges
(d)     Sewer tap connections.
(1)     The public works director or his designated agent shall determine the appropriate size and location for all sewer tap connections. Failure to abide by such determination will result in disapproval of the tap connection and/or possible disconnection of service. Any person ordering a sewer tap connection at premises within the city shall be charged for such sewer tap connection in accordance with the following schedule:
4" stubbed out by developer - $25.00 
4" with trench repair - $150.00 plus cost of trench repair.
6" stubbed out by developer - $25.00
6" with manhole and trench repair -  $1,275 plus cost of trench repair
Lake lots - $570.00 per service connection.
(2)     Any person ordering a sewer tap connection at premises located outside the city limits shall be charged for such sewer tap connection one and one-half (1-1/2) times the above-stated schedule for each size tap.”
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2) THAT, Appendix A “Fee Schedule” of the Code of Ordinances is hereby amended by AMENDING Article A8.000 “Utility Related Fees” Section A8.005 “Water tap connections” as set out below:
Section A8.005 shall read as follows:
“Sec. A8.005     Water tap connections
(a)     Any person ordering a water tap connection at premises within the city shall be charged for such water tap connection in accordance with the following schedule:

(b)     Any person ordering a water tap connection at premises located outside the city shall be charged for such water tap connection one and one-half (1-1/2) times the above-stated schedule for each size tap.
(c)     Any person leasing a lake lot from the city shall not be required to pay the tap connection fee when requesting approval for capital improvements; provided, however, if such improvement is a lawn sprinkler system which uses raw water, payment of the fee will not be required at that time.”
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3) THAT, Appendix A “Fee Schedule” of the Code of Ordinances is hereby amended by DELETING Article A8.000 “Utility Related Fees” Section A8.006 “Water main extension fees” .
[bookmark: 443]4) THAT, Appendix A “Fee Schedule” of the Code of Ordinances is hereby amended by AMENDING Article A8.000 “Utility Related Fees” Section A8.014 “Sewer line extension fees” as set out below:
Section A8.014 shall read as follows:

“Sec. A8.014     Sewer line extension fees
 Leased lots at Lake Nasworthy. As sewer service is extended to areas of Lake Nasworthy, each leaseholder shall be assessed a per-lot fee of five hundred eighty-three dollars ($583.00), which shall be paid upon service availability.”
5) THAT, Chapter 11 “Utilities”, Article 11.02 “Water and Sewer Service” of the Code of Ordinances is hereby amended by AMENDING Section 11.02.035 “Main Extensions” as set out below:
Section 11.02.035 shall read as follows:
“ Sec. 11.02.035     Main extensions
[bookmark: 1411] (a)     All water mains installed become the property of the city and the city reserves the right to extend or enlarge any water mains, or connect other water mains to it.”
6) THAT, Chapter 11 “Utilities”, Article 11.02 “Water and Sewer Service”, of the Code of Ordinances is hereby amended by AMENDING Section 11.02.063 “Sewer Line Extensions as set out below:
Section 11.02.063 shall read as follows:

“Sec. 11.02.063     Sewer line extension fees
[bookmark: 1426] (a)     Leased lots at Lake Nasworthy. As sewer service is extended to areas of Lake Nasworthy, each leaseholder shall be assessed a per-lot fee as provided for in the fee schedule found in appendix A of this code, which shall be paid upon service availability.
 (b)     Ownership of line. All sewer lines installed become the property of the city and the city reserves the right to extend or enlarge any sewer line, or connect other sewer lines to it.
(c)     Tap fee required. Each property being served shall also pay an appropriate tap connection fee.”
7) THAT, the following severability clause is hereby adopted with this amendment:
SEVERABILITY: 
That the terms and provisions of this Ordinance shall be deemed to be severable in that if any portion of this Ordinance shall be declared to be invalid, the same shall not affect the validity of the other provisions of this Ordinance.
8) THAT, this Ordinance shall be effective on, from and after the 3rdth day of May 2016.
