 AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF SAN ANGELO, TEXAS, AMENDING CHAPTER 11 “UTILITIES,” ARTICLE 11.5 “WATER CONSERVATION AND DROUGHT CONTINGENCY PLAN”, SECTION 11.5.003 “DROUGHT STAGES AND WATER MANAGEMENT MEASURES”, BY AMENDING THE MINIMUM CRITERIA FOR ESTABLISHING WATER SUPPLY STAGE DROUGHT LEVELS I, II AND III TO INCLUDE MINIMUM DAILY GROUNDWATER PRODUCTION; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; AND, PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE 

WHEREAS, the City of San Angelo Water Conservation and Drought Contingency Plan establishes three water supply stage drought levels with designated water management measures for each drought level based upon the future supply of available water as determined by the Water Utilities Director; and, 

WHEREAS, the Hickory Groundwater Supply Project has become operational and contributes to the municipality’s water supply, which minimum daily groundwater production shall be taken into account when determining an applicable water supply stage drought level:

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SAN ANGELO, TEXAS: 

Section 1. Chapter 11 “Utilities,” Article 11.5 “Water Conservation and Drought Contingency Plan,” Section 11.05.003 Subsection (d), subparagraph (1) is amended in its entirety to read as follows: 
“(d)     Water supply stage - Drought Level I.
(1)     The minimum criteria for this drought stage shall be the following: The required minimum daily groundwater production coupled with the total amount of surface water available, as determined by the water utilities director, to the city from its developed water sources is less than a 24-month supply.”

Section 2. Chapter 11 “Utilities,” Article 11.5 “Water Conservation and Drought Contingency Plan,” Section 11.05.003 Subsection (e), subparagraph (1) is amended in its entirety to read as follows: 
“(e)     Water supply stage - Drought Level II.
(1)     The minimum criteria for this drought stage shall be the following: The required minimum daily groundwater production coupled with the total amount of surface water available, as determined by the water utilities director, to the city from its developed water sources is less than an 18-month supply.”

Section 3. Chapter 11 “Utilities,” Article 11.5 “Water Conservation and Drought Contingency Plan,” Section 11.05.003 Subsection (f), subparagraph (1) is amended in its entirety to read as follows: 
“(f)     Water supply stage - Drought Level III.
(1)     The minimum criteria for this drought stage shall be the following: The required minimum daily groundwater production coupled with the total amount of surface water available, as determined by the water utilities director, to the city from its developed water sources is less than a 12-month supply.”

Section 4.  All provisions of Chapter 11, Article 11.5, Section 11.05.003 not amended hereby shall continue in full force and effect.

Section 5.  Should any section, subsection, sentence, clause or phrase of this Ordinance be declared unconstitutional or invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, it is expressly provided that any and all remaining portions of this Ordinance shall remain in full force and effect. The City Council hereby declares that it would have passed this Ordinance, and each section, paragraph, clause or phrase thereof irrespective of the fact that any one or more sections, paragraphs, sentences, clauses or phrases be declared unconstitutional; or invalid. 

Section 6. This Ordinance shall become effective from and after its adoption as required by law.
